On 30th November 2012, Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V  delivered the Friday 
Sermon at Baitul Futuh Mosque, London. 

Hudur  quoted faith-inspiring narratives of some Companions of the 
Promised Messiah , which illustrate the perfect faith they had in the 
Promised Messiahas, how the truth dawned on them through his books and 
how Allāh guided them through dreams. 

Hadrat Sheikh Zainul Abidin Sahib relates: My sister-in-law once fell seriously 
ill. We went to the Promised Messiah  and he instructed us to get 
medication from Hadrat Hakim Nurud Din Sahib . But, when we insisted, 
he himself wrote out a prescription for us. When this prescription was shown 
to Hadrat Hakim Nurud Din Sahib , he said that if the same medication 
was administered to anyone else with the same condition, he or she would die; 
but since it had been suggested by the Promised Messiah , this patient 
would recover. Accordingly, my sister-in-law recovered within a few days. 

Hadrat Mian Muhammad Sharif Sahib Kashmiri relates: My whole family was 
down with to the plague. When we asked the Promised Messiah  to pray 
for us, he said we should offer istighfar. We did accordingly and soon all of us 
were healed. 

Hadrat Mian Sharif Sahib relates: Jamalud Din Sekhwani Sahib once told me 
that his eyes used to water a lot. And so, in keeping with the Revelation “Kings 
will seek blessings from thy garments,” he rubbed the loose end of the 
Promised Messiah’s  turban upon his eyes and they were cured. Mian 
Sharif Sahib says: I myself once suffered from conjunctivitis and was cured 
when I rubbed the loose end of the Promised Messiah’s  turban on my 
eyes. 

Hadrat Mian Muhammad-ud-Din Sahib relates: Barahin-e-Ahmadiyya 
brought about a revolution in my life. It seemed as if the Promised Messiah 

 had brought faith down from the Pleiades and placed it in my heart. I 
was once with the Promised Messiah  when the thought crossed my mind 
that I had little knowledge and would not know how to respond if the Maulwis 
harassed me. I had not said a word, but the Promised Messiah  suddenly 
addressed me in a clear, majestic tone, “He who reads our books will never be 
overcome.” 

Hadrat Chaudhary Fateh Muhammad Sahib relates: My brother saw in a dream 
that the Promised Messiah  asked us for half a rupee. Hence we both went 
to offer the money to the Promised Messiah  and told him of the dream. 



The Promised Messiah  told us that the dream signified that we would 
acquire knowledge. This came true when Maulwi Sikandar Ali Sahib came to 
our village and both of us learnt the Holy Qur’ān and other religious books 
from him.  

Hadrat Fadl Din Sahib relates: The truth of the Promised Messiah  was 
revealed to me through many dreams. When I read all the four parts of 
Barahin-e-Ahmadiyya, I felt that nothing like it had ever been written. 

At the end of the sermon, Hudur  informed the Jama‘at of the tragic 
martyrdom in Karachi of Chaudhary Nusrat Mahmood Sahib of USA. Hudur 

 spoke about his services for the Jama‘at and led his funeral prayer in 
absentia after the Friday prayers. Hudur  prayed that Allāh may 
safeguard all Ahmadīs from the opponents’ mischief. Āmīn.
